 With the support of St. Vincent De Paul Church, 36 bus tickets have been purchased 
thus far this year so that clients could relocate for employment or to return to friends or 
family.

 Often individuals who come to LAHIA have no proof of identity or means of 
transportation.  Due to exposure to the elements they often do not have a way to 
protect documents from theft or inclement weather.  A critical part of our impact at 
LAHIA is assisting our clients with obtaining identification and a mode of transportation 
so they can secure employment and/or housing.  So far this year, we have assisted 113 
clients with obtaining state identification: 25 received their birth certificates and 210 
were provided a bicycle for transportation to jobs and daily living needs.

Elizabeth B. just obtained her 

Bachelor’s degree this year and will be 

starting a new job at Change Health in 

mid-October.  She will be “making 

more money than she ever has before” 

and is excited about the possibility of 

getting her own place – no longer 

having to live in her van.  She is 

extremely grateful for LAHIA’s help.
